Q&A related to confirmed patients and contacts at Hanyang University (Seoul Campus)

1. How do | act if | am a confirmed patient?

1. Scan the QR code to prepare a report of the occurrence of confirmed cases .
2. Students, professors - affiliated administrative team, staff-personnel team,
dormitory residents -dormitory center, report and inquire about attendance matters.

2. How should | go to school after the confirmed treatment (after self-isolation)?

You can participate in the on-campus curriculum (class, examination). However, wear KF94 (or equivalent)
mask at all times for 3 days after self-isolation period. Please refrain from visiting facilities with a high risk
of infection (multi-use facilities, infection-vulnerable facilities, etc.) and having private gatherings.

3. What should | do if | still have symptoms after the confirmed treatment (after self-isolation)?

You can go to school, but please perform hospital treatment and health monitoring.

4. If my "cohabitant" is confirmed, How should I(HYU member) act?

At the time of recognition, you should get the COVID-19 test immediately , stop going to Campus(work)
until you check the results, and go back to Campus if tested negative. During the passive monitoring
period, please wear KF94 (or equivalent) masks all the time, monitor your health status, get COVID-19 test
if you have any symptoms, and refrain from visiting multi-use facilities.

5. What should | do if | have suspected symptoms of COVID-19?

Visit a public health center or a nearby designated medical institution providing rapid antigen test and get
medical treatment, COVID-19 test or test COVID-19 using rapid antigen kit (self-testing is available).

6. If "I'" or my "cohabitant" is a Contact subject to quarantine?

If “I" am a subject of quarantine, you are not allow to go to campus until you are tested negative after
release from quarantine. If the “cohabitant” is a subject of quarantine, you (HYU member) can go to
campus. "Contact subject to quarantine” means member of three types of infection-vulnerable facilities
(nursing hospitals, long-term care institutions, mental health facilities, and facilities for the disabled).

X  Prohibition  of attending school not only bans enter the school but also means you cannot
meet school members at school (outside school) temporarily.

X In addition to the national guidelines (The 11th edition of the COVID-19 Response Guidelines [for local governments] of the Central
Disease Control Headquarters and the 5th edition of the University COVID-19 Infection Prevention Guide, 2022.03.04 of the Ministry of

Education), the above applies the quarantine guidelines of the University Daily Recovery Support Group considering the characteristics
of schools, which are multi-use facilities, so please follow them thoroughly to prevent COVID-19.
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
